MINUTES

The Community Advisory Commission of the City of Pittsburg met in regular session on September 7, 2011 in Council Chambers, located at 65 Civic Avenue, Pittsburg, CA at 7:00 pm. 

CALL TO ORDER: Chair Woolridge called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

COMMISSIONERS PRESENT: Theresa Miller, Jeorge Tagnipes, Jim Watkins, and De’Shawn Woolridge, Ruben Esqueda  

COMMISSIONERS ABSENT: NONE 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Dennis Linsely.  

ELECTION OF VICE CHAIR: Commissioner Miller made the motion to elect Commissioner Dennis Linsley as Vice Chair and Commissioner Tanipes seconded the motion.  The appointment of Vice Chair of Commissioner Linsley was app

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Commissioner Tagnipes made the motion to approve the minutes of August 3, 2011.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  The August minutes were approved.  

CORRESPONDENCE:  None

PRESENTATIONS: None

REPORT FROM COMMUNITY ADVISORY COMMISSION (CAC) REGARDING COMMISSION COMMITTEES:  The following issues were discussed:

Traffic/ Eyes on the Street – Vice Chair Linsely reported the pot holes have been patched on West Leland by the Junior High.  

Commissioner Esqueda informed the commission that Railroad will be closed due to the Seafood festival. 

Commissioner Watkins reported, during the 40’s-50’s reunion several participants fell off the curbs because there was no differentiation between the curbs and the streets.  Commissioner Watkins suggested the curbs should be painted a color that would differentiae the curb from the street.  Commissioner Miller suggested the matter be referred to Public Works.  

Recreation- Commissioner Watkins informed the commission that fall sports have begun.  Pittsburg High football season is underway and the soccer leagues are continuing.  Also, Hillview Junior High field will reopen with a new turf and lights.

Commissioner Esqueda reported the soccer youth team played in Cup Halisco and won the championship and they will be headed to Los Angeles for the Statewide competition.  

Chair Linsley also reported, the Elks Lodge participated in the Soccer Shoot which is a national contest. The participants were age 8 years and under and 75 youth participated.  Several of the participants will move forward in the national contest which will be held in Modesto, CA. Elks Lodge is also holding a Car Show and a Poker Tournament in support of the statewide charity Therapist for Kids in rural areas

Planning – None

Education – Chair Woolridge reported that they are fighting fees increases. He also informed commissioners that both AB30 AB31 passed and has hopes that the Federal government will follow suit.  Also, Chair Woolridge is drumming up support for the “Adopt a Student” program which will provide funds for students to purchase books for college. 

Commissioner Watkins suggested inviting Joe Alvarez the new principal at Riverside High and Mr. Whitmire the Principal of Pittsburg High School to present at the October CAC meeting and convey their goals for the school year. 
CERT Steering Committee – Commissioner Miller said there is an upcoming CERT training to be held at Delta Hawaii on September 19th   25 people have registered.  The class will also be offered  to youth that are 16 and older.  200 hundred people are currently trained in Emergency Training. 

OLD BUSINESS:

a. Commissioner Tagnipes moved to schedule for the October 5th meeting the previously discussed topic of matters of menthol flavoring in tobacco products and tobacco retailing licensing, Commissioner Ogunleye second the motion.  The motion was approved 6-0-1, Commissioner Miller abstained from voting.

NEW BUSINESS:

a.  Commissioners received Seafood Festival packet which included, parking passes and admission tickets for all commissioners.  Vice Chair Linsley informed commissioners that he would not be in attendance.  Commissioner Miller suggested, the commissioner email her their availability to work at the Seafood Festival. 

b. Chair Woolridge suggested having a Senior Citizen Town Hall meeting, inviting Council members to answer and address citizen’s questions and concerns. 

c. Staff informed commissioners the Neighborhood Improvement Team (NIT) has been reconstituted.  Commissioners will be provided with the NIT meeting schedule.  Staff suggested the NIT meetings would be another venue for citizens to ask questions and raise their concerns about their neighbors or the city in general to city staff.  

d. Chair Woolridge suggested the commissioners attend a site visit of the CDBG subrecipient, staff concurred and would be willing to setup a visit upon request.  It was noted that during staff compliance monitoring would not be a suggested time for commissioners to attend the visit.

e.   Chair Woolridge is working closely with Monica from the Chamber to schedule a date for the School Board and/or Health Care Forum.  There is currently one proposed date of October 15th for the forum.

f. After much discussion a Grants and Resources Ad Hoc committee has been established to provide financial resources to Pittsburg residence that utilize fee based fields.  The committee is comprised of commissioners Miller, Esqueda and Ogunleye.

Commissioner Miller stated that she will be in attendance at the Seafood Festival representing the CAC and CERT committee.  She reminded the commission that is a good time to get in front of the public and pass out information. Chair Woolridge is working on the “Adopt a Student” program to assist underprivileged students with purchasing text books. Vice Chair Linsley mentioned the Elk’s club is having several events during the month of September including a “Texas Hold’em” tournament and a Car Show.  Commissioner Ounglye informed commissioner about the African American Health Fair which will be held Saturday September 24th at Pittsburg High School. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

California Penal Code Section 308 controls the sale of all tobacco products to minors and also addresses vendors who sell unlawfully to minors. The City of Pittsburg Police Department recognizes the importance of monitoring tobacco sales, especially unlawful sales to minors. We have taken a proactive stance on tobacco and alcohol enforcement with great success and community support. The Community Advisory Commission has been asked by the Contra Costa

County Tobacco Prevention Coalition to support a retail tobacco licensing fee to pay for enforcement of existing tobacco statutes within our community.

FISCAL IMPACT
The CA Cigarette and Tobacco Products Licensing Act (Assembly Bill 71[Chapter 890, Statutes 2003]) imposed licensing requirements on all retailers, wholesalers, and distributors of cigarette and tobacco products. The State Board of Equalization has reported that there are currently 51 retail establishments licensed to sell tobacco products within the City of Pittsburg. 

Utilizing $100 as an example base fee, the City’s revenue would be estimated at $5,100 per year. This amount of money brought in by a retail licensing fee will not pay the administration, enforcement, and legal costs associated with this licensing fee and therefore the City would realize a negative fiscal impact.

RECOMMENDATION

Staffs recommends the Community Advisory Commission follow the recommendation of staff in this matter and not impose a retail tobacco licensing fee at this time.

BACKGROUND
The Pittsburg Police Department works closely with the Contra Costa County Tobacco Prevention Coalition, East County Alcohol Policy Coalition, The Chamber of Commerce, and retail tobacco vendors. The Department has worked with these vendors to limit storefront tobacco signage and advertising, especially around schools.

STAFF ANALYSIS
Given our regular enforcement efforts using decoys, under age minors to do shoulder taps, monitoring our store front signage, and code enforcement in partnership with our community we are successfully addressing tobacco related issues without an undue fiscal impact to the taxpayers and vendors.

By establishing a retail tobacco licensing fee, staff believes this will unfairly burden our current licensed vendors and strain relationships with our community partners. In this economy we do not want to lose retail sales, or business owners, who are operating in a lawful and productive manner.

Staff believes that it provides effective law enforcement efforts in addressing the problems associated with underage tobacco sales without imposing a tobacco licensing fee.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City Council previously approved a FY 2009/10 Parks Capital Improvement and Expenditure Plan for construction projects funded with Park Dedication Fees and grants from the Measure WW park bond program. Staff is requesting a revision to the Plan to remove projects that have completed and approve four new projects at City parks.
FISCAL IMPACT
Adoption of a FY 2011-12 Parks Capital Improvement and Expenditure Plan and allocation of $766,000 in Park Dedication In Lieu Fees for new capital improvement projects at four City parks, replacement of Redevelopment Agency funds in a current project and an initial allocation for a future park.  Staff is proposing new allocations of Park Dedication funds to the following: Sullenberger Pool Building Rehabilitation ($50,000), Lighting at Stoneman North Park ($50,000); Woodland Hills Park Court Resurfacing ($20,000); City Park Basketball Court ($50,000) and San Marco Community Park ($250,000). The Plan and a list of projects recommended for closure and return of unspent funds are attached to this report. Once unspent funds are returned, there will be sufficient funds available for the proposed allocations. 

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Community Advisory Commission recommends to the City Council the staff-recommended parks projects funded by parkland dedication funds. 

BACKGROUND
On September 2, 2008, the City Council approved Resolution 08-11075, allocating $2,950,000 in Park Dedication Funding to eight park reconstruction and construction projects, and approving the FY 2008-09 Parkland Dedication Fee Improvement Plan, (“the Plan”) also known as the FY 2008-09 Parkland Dedication Fee Improvement Expenditure Plan. The Plan added two previously approved projects and a third scheduled for future development for a total of 11 park projects and a combined budget of $3,600,000. 

On August 4, 2008, the City Council approved Resolution 08-11061 allocating Park Dedication Funds in the amount of $350,000 for the Sullenberger Swim Center Rehabilitation and Master Plan project. On November 17, 2008, Council approved Resolution 08-11127, re-allocating $350,000 previously allocated to the Swim Center Splash Park and Picnic Expansion to the Buchanan (Sullenberger) Swim Center Rehabilitation. 

On January 20, 2009, the City Council approved Resolution 09-11150 authorizing the application for $1,144,000 in Measure WW park bond funds for the Central Park All Weather Soccer Field.

On April 6, 2009, Council approved Resolution 09-11192 allocating funds to upgrade lighting on City Park’s Ballfield #2. That project was completed at a cost of $25,000. 

On October 5, 2009, the City Council approved Resolution 09-11313 approving projects and allocating $3,600,000 from Park Dedication Funds and $2,909,214 from Measure WW grant funds to various projects. 

On February 7, 2011, the City Council approved Resolution 11-11595 allocating Park Dedication and Measure WW grant funds to the Hillview Junior High School Playfield Project in the amount of $2,215,214. 

STAFF ANALYSIS
Seven projects in the FY 2009-10 Parkland Dedication Fee Improvement Plan (“the Plan”) are completed, and one, the Hillview Junior High School Playfield Project, is nearly complete. Two projects in the plan, Ambrose Park Pool Rehabilitation (formerly known as the Ambrose Park Master Plan and Improvements project) and the Buchanan Swim Center Rehabilitation project, are underway.

Several projects previously approved for Park Dedication Fee funding are complete or no longer recommended based on an analysis of their limited benefit related to cost: Swim Center Splash Park and Picnic Area; Buchanan Park Storm Drain; Centralized Irrigation Control, and Park Video Cameras. Staff is expecting to hear later this year whether the City’s application for a state grant to expand Small World Park was approved. Once the outcome of this application is known, staff anticipates returning to the City Council at a later date for consideration of projects at this park. 

Staff is proposing four new projects, Sullenberger Pool Building Rehabilitation ($50,000) to complement the pool renovation project already underway; installation of Lighting at Stoneman North Park ($50,000) to increase its usability by the public; Woodland Hills Park Court Resurfacing ($20,000) to refresh the basketball and tennis courts; and a new full-size City Park Basketball Court ($50,000). Staff is also proposing an allocation of $250,000 to the previously approved (but not funded) San Marco Community Park. This park will be funded in part by the developer according to terms of the San Marco subdivision’s Development Agreement with the City. Based on the pace of development in this area of the City, staff anticipates this ___ acre park will be needed in 2014. These funds are a start toward the cost for design and construction of this park.
